

City Council: The next City Council meeting will be on Wednesday, July 9th, 2025 at 6:30pm at City Hall.

Gopher State One Call: Just a reminder to call 811 BEFORE you dig!! Stump removal is in this category as well. You can also call 1-800-252-1166. You don’t want to pay to repair something you hit while digging! It’s the law! Remind your contractors also, they know it’s the law. If you have had a garden in the same spot previously, it’s ok to till, but if it’s new or you want to make it bigger, call 811 before you till.

Tornado Siren: Reminder that Nobles County will blow the siren ANYTIME there is a warning in the COUNTY. 

Building Permits: You need to get a building permit application from City Hall and have the project approved at a Council meeting BEFORE you start construction of a new building project, shed, fence or deck! Council meets once a month on the 2nd Wednesday of the month, plan ahead. You will need to attend the meeting, or provide a phone number, when your application is being reviewed to answer any questions.

Dog Ordinance:  Round Lake has a leash or tie out requirement for any dog that is outside. Please remember to have your dog under control as people walk around the community often and they should not have to deal with your dog approaching them. They also need to have a dog license to live in Round Lake. The cost is $2.00 annual requirement, stop in City Hall to register your dogs if you have not done so. Proof of rabies shots can be emailed to City Hall at cityhall@roundlk.net or you can bring them in and I will make a copy.
