The City does have an ordinance stating that grass and weeds are not to grow on any property to a height of more than six (6) inches. It also states that you are not to mow so that grass clippings go into the street. Please change direction of mowing so that clippings do not clutter the streets, they plug the storm drains and make the town look messy. As picture depicts, it is dangerous for motorcycles! Makes the road as slick as ice in the winter.
Sump Pumps:  Please take your sump pump hose OUT of the sewer and put it outside, if you have not already done so.
Minnesota Department of Health:  There is a $9.72 charge on your utility bill this month. These funds are collected and are forwarded to the MDH, they use these funds to cover the expenses involved with the testing of public water systems in the state. Mandatory fee charged for each connection. 
ATTENTION DOG OWNERS! – Round Lake requires all dogs to be on a leash or tie out when outside of your house. We have gotten multiple reports of dogs running loose and people are scared to walk around town because of dogs approaching them on the street.
