
The City Council: The next City Council meeting will be on Wednesday, May 14th, 2025 at 6:30pm at City Hall. 

Gopher State One Call: Call before you dig!!! See enclosed sticker to remind you, it’s the law. Planting trees, landscaping or putting in fence posts. 

Gas Budgets:  Gas budgets will begin in June, if you are not current with your utility bills, you are not eligible for the budget plan. If you would like to adjust the amount of your gas budget, please call in and talk to Clerk Elaine at 507-945-8127, otherwise you will automatically pay the average of the amount used in 2024-2025 each month, gas pricing has forced us to increase most budget amounts. This is the only time during 2025 to get on the budget plan, so if it is something you have been wanting to do, do not miss the deadline. Deadline to be on the budget plan for 2025 is May 15th, 2025. This will give me time to setup your account for the budget plan.

Building Permits:  If you are planning to build or move any buildings into the City of Round Lake, you will need to get a building permit. Permits are required for fences, decks, and carports, also. Permits need council approval and it is best to get the applications in early. Current cost of a building permit is $5.00, payable to the City of Round Lake. A blank application can be mailed to you upon request. If you want to be on the agenda, you must notify Clerk Elaine no later than the Friday of the week before the council meeting. Council meets during the 2nd week each month. Fee is nonrefundable and payable prior to receiving the approved permit.

Current Phone Numbers:  It has become a problem with people getting rid of their landlines, some of the contact numbers in my system are no longer working numbers. If you have changed your phone number, for any reason, PLEASE contact City Hall to update your information. If there is an emergency and we need to contact you, we MUST have your current contact information. 

City Sewer Issues: The Public Works Department has been dealing with multiple issues in the Round Lake sewer main. They are seeing evidence of wipes being flushed down the toilets that are causing sewer main issues. PLEASE read the enclosed  flyer titled “Wipes Clog Pipes”! It is expensive to repair and maintain our sewer main and you can help by throwing wipes in the garbage instead of flushing them. Even when the package says you can, it’s never a good idea to flush wipes of any kind!!!!

REMINDER: Ordinance 81 (Revision of Ordinance No. 59) – Sump Pumps, will be enforced according to the details of the ordinance. If you would like more information, stop in City Hall to read full document. A summary of the ordinance is below. It is time to REMOVE ALL SUMP PUMPS FROM THE CITY SEWER!!!!

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROUND LAKE, DOES ORDAIN that, on October 9th, 2019, Ordinance No. 81 amended Article VI of Ordinance No. 59 of the City of Round Lake.
Article VI of Ordinance No. 59 was adopted by the Council and enacted for the public health, safety, comfort, and general welfare of the citizens of Round Lake specifically to regulate the Use of Public Services.
Article VI (A) a. is amended to specifically prohibit storm water, surface water, ground water, well water and other like waters from draining into the sanitary sewer system. It is amended to provide an exception during cold weather months where, from November 1 to March 31, private discharges may be allowed into the system with permission of the City of Round Lake.
Article VI (A) f. is amended to remove a provision stating that residents will be given prior notice of compliance inspections by the City.
Article VI (C) is added to set out penalties for the violation of Ordinance No. 59. The penalty may include a fine of up to $300.00 and an additional $100.00 per day and that any violator be liable for the City’s attorney fees and costs to enforce the ordinance. The section further states that such fees and costs may be recovered through a special assessment upon the real estate which is the subject of a violation.
